RULES     
Please refer to the 2006 BCU Sprint and Marathon Racing Handbook.

The Hasler Final is a Group A Divisional race and all off rules 1-17 and 19-27 shall apply except rule 25 (crew boats) which is replaced by rule 38: ‘At the Hasler Final where crew members in doubles races are ranked in separate divisions they must race in the classification of the higher ranked paddler.

CLUB COLOURS

All competitors must wear club colours or points will not be awarded.

BUOYANCY AIDS  (see Rule 5)
Buoyancy aids are compulsory for all paddlers ranked in divisions 7, 8 and 9 irrespective of the race they are entered in.  This applies to singles and doubles races.  The wearing of buoyancy aids by other paddlers is at the discretion of team leaders bearing in mind the prevailing conditions on the day.
