Boathouse Regulations

1. The Boathouse must on no account be left open when unattended, but must be locked and all lights switched off.

2. Fire Insurance Risk. Motor Cycles shall no under any circumstances be brought onto the premises, and any found therein will be removed. No liability shall be incurred by the Club or its Officers in taking this action.

3. No boat may be left in the Boat House without the previous consent of the Harbour Master or his Deputy. Please notify change of ownership or permanent removal to the Harbour Master.

4. Rack space and rent
4.1. The annual rent of rack space shall be payable in advance on entry. This entitles the tenant to the sole use of the position occupied.

4.2. The Harbour Master has the right to install two boats on one rack if necessary.

4.3. If entry is made after the beginning of the year, adjustment of rent will be made for the following year.

4.4. The Harbour Master is empowered to grant accommodation for short periods in special circumstances subject to accommodation being available.

4.5. The tenant shall be responsible for the full amount of rent whether the rack is occupied or not during his tenancy. Tenancy terminates on 31 October.

4.6. The allocation of racks is the responsibility of the Harbour Master, and is at his discretion. Members are not permitted to change the position of boats from one rack to another without the previous consent of the Harbour Master.

4.7. Tenants may not sublet any part of their rack or racks for use by another member.

5. All boats have racks allocated to them, and must be kept on these racks. Boats must not be left on the floor to inconvenience others and suffer possible damage. Please ensure that Club Boats are housed on the racks according to the Rack Plan.

6. Rent arrears
6.1. When the rent of a rack is more than two months in arrears, the member’s boat or boats may be removed and impounded at a weekly charge to him. The boat(s) can only be recovered on payment in full of all arrears and charges, including any administration fees.

6.2. Notification of impounding will be sent by recorded delivery to the last known address of the member, and if payment is not made within 28 days of the notification, the boat(s) and effects may be sold to defray the amount owing, in which case any monies remaining will then be refunded to the member.  Alternatively, the boat and effects may be used by the club as it sees fit, in which case the member may apply to have the boat returned, but shall be liable for any costs incurred by the club in restoring the boat, an administration fee and any outstanding rack fees.

7. Unidentified boats and paddles are liable to be used by anyone. Members should have their name clearly marked on their boat(s), paddles, and accessories. Paddles should be kept on the racks provided, or inside the boat.  Any members found using equipment not belonging to them without the express permission of the owner may face expulsion from the club.
8. Please keep the Boat House tidy, and use the litter receptacles provided. Do not leave gear on the floor, and when going out see that valuables are in safe-keeping.

9. Boats shall not be left on the raft or ramp for an excessive length of time, or be left in such a way as to inconvenience other authorized users. The general public have right of free access along the towpath at all times.

10. To make the best use of space it may be necessary, at times, to alter the position of boats. This will be shown on the Rack Plan, and notified. For enquiries and lost property, please contact the Harbour Master
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
